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Take the question of satisfaction in marriage. Where women in the late 1960s said that

happiness was having a husband who was hard-working enough to be a good provider, women today

want a husband who is emotionally supportive. Whether she believes that describes her husband is

now the single best indicator of a woman's happiness in marriage. The second-best indicator is how

fair she believes the household division of labour to be.
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
